MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Last week we learned from Jesus
the importance of taking care of our
spiritual lives. We may be busy
about many things but it is important
to pause from time to time to pray
and reflect. This week Jesus contin-
ues to teach us about the signifi-
cance of prayer in our life.

Jesus himself took time to pray even in the busyness of
his own life and ministry. His favorite place to pray is a
deserted place like the mountain. He lives a life of

prayer in communion with, talking to and encountering his
heavenly Father.

Have you ever asked God something and didn’t get it and
just go off disheartened that he hasn’t answered your
prayer?

Jesus is also teaching us to,
ask the higher gift, the gift of the Holy Spirit.

When we ask for the gift of the Holy Spirit, he is going to
give it to us. He is not going to deny us, any more than an
earthly father would deny his child’s request for fish or an
egg, for food and drink.
